After five high scoring games of tenpin bowling at Mario’s Bowl on February 28th, four 
teams of four bowlers, two men and two women teams, emerged as qualifiers to advance 
to the Provincial Championships to be held at Mario’s in April. 
 
Representing four different average divisions, the two mens team will comprise of Mitch 
Parker (196average),Tom Carr (186), Joe Koloziejcak (212) and Bill Graham (210) on 
team One. Team two will be Keven Guay (193), Tom Dixon (185), Glen St.Onge (203) 
and James Shperuk (209). Shperuk had the high game for the men with a 277. 
 
Past Provincial Men Champions in the National Classified Championships have included 
Guay in 2006 and Bill Graham in 2006 and 2007. 
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Representing the Mario’s women will be, on Team #1, Karen Harrison (146 average), 
Susan Leblanc (158), Piia Graham (190) and Lyndzie Dawson (210). Team#2 will 
comprise of Elisabeth Ferraro (145), Cathy Laprade (153), Maureen Menhart (170) and 
Nicole Walker averaging 208. Walker posted the high game for the ladies with a 243. 
Past Provincial Women Champions in the National Classified Championships have 
included Susan Leblanc in 2003, Nicole Walker in 2005, Cathy Laprade in 2006, 
Maureen Menhart in 2008. Lyndzie Dawson has been a perpetual Provincial Champion 
for the past 4 years. 



Receiving National Medals in these Championships, have been Leblanc, a silver in 2003, 
Walker and Dawson the Gold in 2005 and Dawson receiving a bronze in the 2007. 
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
