
 

The 35th annual Grand Portage Resort and Casino Senior Tenpin Singles Championships was concluded at 

Mario’s Bowl on Saturday February 1st . 

During the month of January, the Grand Portage Senior programs started their qualifying round of six 

games. On Saturday the top 10 men continued with two more rounds of matchplay to produce the top 

four contenders, who advanced to the stepladder finals. 

After the desperado rounds, Bruce Sereres was the top qualifier followed by Bob Cerutti, Geoff Pattyson 

and Frank Edgson. In the first match, Pattyson won 241 (191 scratch) to Edgson’s 201 (154) setting up 

the next match that saw Pattyson continue his run up the ladder over Cerutti, 213 (163) to 210 (169). In 

the finals, Sereres defeated Pattyson, 235 (176) to 198 (148) to win his first seniors championship. 

The top three ladies, after the 6 games of qualifying, advanced directly to the stepladder finals. In the 

first match, third place qualifier, Lyn LeCocq defeated Pam Christie, 215 (134) to Christie’s 211 (146) 

setting up the finals with Clara Delben. LeCocq 234 (153) secured her first championship title over 

Delben’s 193 (151)
